80% Corvina Veronese, 15% Corvinone, 5% 
Rondinella from the Badin Estate.
Only the best bunches are selected, after a 
careful evaluation of the ripeness and health, for 
the drying process which lasts 60/90 days in a 
controlled environment. After fermentation, 
aging for at least 2 years in large oak barrel (25 
Hl). Settlement in steel tank before bottling and 
refining in bottles for about 4 months.
Deep ruby Red color. Powerful rich wine with 
notes of baked cherry, chocolate and dark fruit. 
Intense, full bodies at the palate with structured 
tannins.

CANTINA PROVOLO 
 

his winery was founded in 1927 in the middle of Mezzane Valley. Over 

three generations, the Provolo family has developed an intricate 

understanding of the vine and its delicate relationship within the 

surrounding environment. Since Roman times, the enological vocation of 

these lands has been well-known. The mosaic of vineyards composing the 

landscape enticed the ancient travelers and resulted in the production of 

extraordinary wines such as the famous Amarone della Valpolicella.
