Next day delivery: To receive your wine delivery on the planned day, you have to 

place your order by 2:00pm of the previous day of the delivery. N/A for “Other 

Counties”. 

Returned delivery: in case you refuse a correct delivery, for whatever reason, 

and then ask for a new delivery, we take the right to charge also for the first 

delivery. 

 

RETURN POLICY:
